
Spelling Bingo: -ation Suffix Words
Instructions: 

1.	Decide on a bingo caller, who needs to cut out the spelling definitions 
calling cards and place them face down on the table.

2.	All the other players need their own bingo card where they need to write 
six different -ation spellings from their spelling list.

3.	When you are ready to play, the bingo caller reads out one definition at a 
time. If a player has the matching -ation word on their bingo board, they 
should cover it with a counter.

4.	Continue until one player covers all of their -ation words. 	
They are the winner!

5.	Swap roles and play again!
